


Welcome to the City of Nauvoo
TOUR BUS AND RV OPERATORS

The  follo win g list of guide lines  will assist you in driving around Nauvoo during your stay.  Nauvoo
classifies RV’s (30’+) as buses (due to size) and require that they use the same designated routes and parking
areas as tour buses.  We want your stay in Nauvoo  to be enjoyable.

Ø  Bus Ro utes/speed limits
Bus routes are marked by signs w ith blue letters on white background throughout Nauvoo. We request your
cooperation by staying on the designated bus routes (see map).  Streets in Nauvoo are very narrow  and will
not accommo date buses and motor ho mes along with cars and trucks.  The speed limit is 45 mph when
entering N auvo o on Hw y 96 from t he south and  45 mp h from t he north. P lease obser ve all  poste d limits.

Ø  Parking by Temple
There is no parking on Hw y 96 (Mulholland) south of the temple between R ipley St. and Bluff St. and is
posted “No Stopping, No Standing, No Parking at Any time” along w ith other interna tional sign s
indicating No Parking.  Stopping to take pictures, loading or unloading passengers creates a traffic hazard
and impedes traffic flow. A designated parking area is provided large enough for 2 buses/RV ’s on the south
side of the Temple. (See map).

Ø  Bus Parking  -see map listing 1-12
Parking lots are for use by all visitors to Nauvoo including cars, pickup trucks, & vans.

Ø  Loading & Unloading only
There are two designated areas for Load ing/Unloading only: (1) In front of the Hotel Nauvoo at the corner of
Mulholland and Page, and (2) So uth of the Browning home located at the corner of Main St. & Kimball St.

Ø  Overnight camping
Overnight camping is not allowed o n any streets in Nauvoo.  There are 3 campgrou nds located within the
cit y lim its .

a.  Nauvoo State Park on Hwy 96 (217-453-2512
b.  Nauvoo RV Campground on Hwy 96 East Side of Nauvoo (217-453-2253)
c.  Camp Nauvo o located on South Warsaw  Street (217-453-2236)

Ø  Dumping stations
Dump stations for RV’s are located in the campgrounds. Tour buses can use the City’s Sewer Plant
Monday through Friday between 7:00AM and 9:00AM  or at any other time by appointment by calling
Barry Cuthbert, Public Works Director, at 309-337-8781. Fee is $20 and should be paid at the sewer plant on
Water Street.

Ø  Engines Running
There is a 15-minute time limit on buses and moto r homes idling due to the noise and fumes.  No units shall
be started and left idling in a residential area from 10 PM to 4:30 AM .

Ø  Turn Arounds
RV’s and Mo tor Homes can “turn around” at :

a. City Parking Lot on Mulholland,
b. Using F ulmer  St. north to K night St.-e ast on Knig ht St. to Go rdon St. – so uth on Go rdon St. to
    Mulho lland St. (aro und Fam ily Inn and S uites).
